Nina Ananiashvili’s Farewell to Chelita
On June 27, at the Tbilisi Opera and Ballet State Theatre, Nina Ananiashvili Foundation will host a charity performance, in which the leading role of the L. Minkus` ballet “Don Quixote” will be performed by the Prima Ballerina Nina Ananiashvili.

The significance of the performance is supported by the fact that this will be the last time the Prima Ballerina performs in this ballet. She has taken the decision to bid a farewell to it and dedicate the last performance to the Georgian audience. This is symbolic, given the fact that “Don Quixote” was her first appearance in front of Georgian spectators. 

The current version of “Don Quixote” was staged in 2005 in Tbilisi and represents the choreographic editing by Alexei Fadeechev and Nina Ananiashvili. The basis for this staging is the choreography by Marius Petipa, Alexander Gorsky and Vakhtang Chabukiani.

Currently Nina Ananiashvili performs in New York as the Guest Soloist of the American Ballet Theatre. After her return to Tbilisi she will perform in “Don Quixote” and then travel with the State Ballet of Georgia to the Edinburgh International Festival in August for performing the leading parts in “Giselle”, “Chaconne” and “Bizet Variations”.
