Soloist – Irine Ratiani (Soprano)

Irine Ratiani graduated from Tbilisi State University’s Biology Department in 1992 and later on graduated from postgraduate course of the same Department. She graduated from Tbilisi State Conservatoire under Professor Medea Amiranashvili in 1997. She was awarded a prize at Otar Taktakishvili 1st Republic Contest of Vocalists in 1995. In 1995-1998 she studied at “Academia D' Arte Lirica e Corale of Osimo”. Her teachers were Sergio Segalini, Mario Melani, Raina Kabaivanska. In 1996 she received a diploma of Spontini Academy of Vocal Workmanship and at the same time she graduated from Rossini Academy under the guidance of maestro Zedda. 

In 1997 she won the International Competition Voci Verdiane and was awarded a Rosa Ponselle Foundation prize and a silver medal for the best soprano at a competition in Busseto, Italy. In 1997-1998 she held concerts in Japan and she became a prize-winner of Gaspare Spontini Second International Singing Competition and the Fourth International Competition for Opera Singers in Rome. In 1998 she became the best young singer of Europe and was awarded a prize of Italian critics and Opera-CD Classica. In 1996-2000 she participated in Martina Franca Festival (Italy). In 2000 she performed Otello’s part in Gioacchino Rossini’s “Otello” which was the first performance of this role by a soprano vocalist in twentieth century. In 2001 she made her appearance at Rossini Opera Festival with the part of Madame Cortese in Rossini’s opera “The Journey to Reims”. In 2002-2003 she made a noteworth debut at Spoleto Opera Festival with a part of Lady Macbeth (Verdi – “Macbeth”). In 2002 she was awarded a title of academician of Academy of Science of Peoples of Caucasus. In 2003-2004 she performed a part of Aida (Verdi –“Aida”, Tbilisi Opera and Ballet State Theatre). In 2003 she participated in Georgian Culture Festival in Moscow and took part in Opera Gala at Bolshoi Theatre. In 2005-2006 the singer made three important debuts at Florence Opera Festival in Verdi’s Requiem, at Paris Theatre du Chatelet in Cherubini’s “Medea”, at Dalhalla Opera Festival and at Tbilisi Opera and Ballet State Theatre in Verdi’s “Il Trovatore”. In 2007-2008 she participated in gala-concert held at Moscow State Conservatoire Grand Hall with Tchaikovsky Symphony Orchestra under conduct of Zaza Azmaiparashvili. Her noteworth debut of 2008 is a part of Odabella in Verdi’s “Attila” (Tbilisi Opera and Ballet State Theatre) and a concert tour together with the Theatre to Israel (Rishon LeZion Festival). She worked with famous conductors: Alberto Zedda, Evelino Pido, Paolo Arrivabeni, Daniele Carregari, Riccardo Frizza, Marco Balder, Roberto Mollineli, Zaza Azmaiparashvili, Gogi Tchitchinadze. Her recordings include Borroni’s Messa di Requiem, Rossini’s “Otello”, Molinelli’s “Montessoriana”.
